 1.0      GENERAL

 1.1
This contract is an annual contract, renewable one (1) year from date of signing and may be voided by either party with 30 day written notice.



 1.2
The Contractor shall supervise and direct the work, and shall be responsible for all methods, techniques, sequences and procedures and for coordinating all portions of the work under the contract.

 1.3
The Contractor shall be on site to supervise his work crew and shall be active in review of the work staff's performance.

 1.4
Unless otherwise specifically provided in the Contract Documents, the Contractor shall provide and pay for all labor, materials, tools, machinery, transportation, and other facilities and services necessary for the proper execution and completion of the work.

 1.5
The Contractor shall at all times follow policies and practices designed to enforce discipline and good order among his employees.

 2.0    MOWING AND EDGING

 2.1
All turf areas will be policed to remove litter and debris prior to each mowing.  Turf areas will be mowed every 7 to 10 days during the growing season to the height as specified below for the species, but in no case to cut more than 1/3 of the blade length, Mower blades are to be kept sharp at all times to avoid damage to turf.

 2.2 
All turf areas that cannot be cut by mowers (i.e. steep grades, irrigation heads, signs, trees, utility poles, etc.) will be lined out with weedeaters or equivalent.  All turf areas that abut walkways, curbs, planting beds, etc will be edged with a power edger.  All clippings from mowing and edging will be collected and removed from the site at the end of each day during mowing operations.

 3.0
WEED AND FUNGUS CONTROL IN TURF AREAS

 3.1
The Contractor shall keep turf areas free of broadleaf, narrowleaf, and other infestation during the term of this contract through proper mowing and proper applications of pre-emergent and post-emergent selective herbicides.

 3.2
All herbicides used will be uniformly spread and will be used according to the manufacturer's instructions.

 4.0
WEED CONTROL IN PAVED AREAS

 4.1
Weeds growing in parking areas, sidewalks, curbs, etc. will be removed continuously during the term of this Contract.  Weeds in these areas will be removed by hand or by the application of a non-selective herbicide.  Dead plants taller than 3" will be removed annually.
 


 5.0
WEED CONTROL IN BED AREAS

 5.1
Beds will be maintained weed free at all times - either manually or through application of herbicides.  Dead weeds will be removed within two weeks.

 6.0
AERATION IN TURF AREAS


To be determined by the predominant turf.

 7.0
CULTIVATED FOUNDATION, SHRUB, GROUNDCOVER

 7.1
Groundcover and dividing plant material shall be "farmed” to spread and make as much possible use of the existing groundcover in order to eliminate as much pine straw/mulch as possible and to make the beds as maintenance free as possible in identified areas.

 8.0
PINE STRAW/MULCHED SHRUB, GROUNDCOVER & TREES IN TURF AREAS



 8.1
The Contractor will supply any necessary labor during the term of this Contract to place the pine straw/mulch in foundation, shrub, groundcover and annual beds at the direction of the Owner's Representative.  The pine straw/mulch will be provided by the Owner or purchased by an authorized purchase order given to Contractor by Owner's Representative.

8.2 A two (2) foot diameter, circular turf-free zone will be established around the trunk of all trees located in the turf areas.  These areas shall be kept weed free.

 9.0
PRUNING


 9.1
All shade trees will be pruned once in early March to remove dead, dying, diseased and broken limbs, and limbs that are growing close to buildings and structures on the site.  Limbs, which are lower than seven (7) feet from the ground, will be removed from trees that are twenty-five (25) feet tall or taller.  Smaller flowering, accent and multi-trunked trees will be pruned in accordance with proper horticultural standards for the particular species at the appropriate time of the year to maximize flowering.  Low limbs will be removed to form a canopy that is in proper proportion with the overall height and spread of the tree.  Crape Myrtles shall not be topped. 

 9.2
Suckers from the roots and water shoots on the trunks of all trees or tree form shrubs will be continuously removed.

 9.3
All shrubs will be pruned selectively as growth warrants to maintain and/or create the desired natural form of the species or at the direction of the Owner's Representative.  Hand pruning techniques to be used to provide "deep pruning".

 9.4
Groundcover will be pruned to proper horticultural standards for the species. Groundcover shall be "farmed" as the species will allow in order to achieve as much of a "maintenance free" bed as possible.

 9.5
Limited ground cover and shrubbery transplanting and farming are a part of this Contract.  Limited labor to replace dead shrubs will be a part of this contract.  Plants to be provided by owner or purchased by an authorized purchase order given to Contractor by Owner’s Representative. 

 9.6
All litter from pruning will be promptly removed from the site.

10.0
SOIL pH CORRECTIONS

10.1
The Contractor shall annually test the soil on the property and notify Owner's Representative of soil pH corrections required by the test results.  Lime and application thereof will be purchased apart from this contract.

11.0
REMOVAL OF LEAVES

11.1
During Fall and Winter every 5 to 7 days the Contractor is responsible for policing the grounds to remove leaves, broken limbs, debris from beds, lawn areas, parking lots, sidewalks, and curbs.

12.0 FERTILIZATION OF TURF

12.1
To be determined by the predominant turf. Early Spring (March): Soil test for nitrogen, phosphorous, and potassium needs; soil test for PH requirements; aerate, lime and fertilize as required for the type of turf.  Apply chemicals to control weeds, fungus, and pre-emergence crabgrass control.

        
Fall:  Fertilize, lime, and apply chemicals for weed and fungus control.

13.0
INSECT INFESTATION AND DISEASE (FUNGUS, ETC.)

13.1
The Contractor is responsible for identifying insect infestations and diseases occurring in or on lawns, shrubs, groundcover and trees on the property.  The Contractor shall inform the Owner's Representative.

15.0
TRASH

15.1
Bottles, cans, paper, etc. shall be picked up by Contractor is areas being maintained by Contractor.

16.0
ANNUALS


16.1
Annuals to be planted in a prepared bed with 4" pots at 8" on center.  Summer annuals to be planted between April 15 and May 1.  Winter annuals to be planted between October 7 and 22.  Association to be billed for materials and/or installation.

16.2
Contractor responsible for keeping annuals free of all weeds properly watered, pruned as required, fertilized bi-weekly, and free of all diseases and pests.  

16.3 Annuals that become chlorotic, leggy or otherwise unsightly will be removed at Contractors expense.

16.4 Contractor is responsible for monitoring irrigation system for proper operation.  Repairs will be an additional cost as approved by management.  Any damage caused by contractor’s maintenance activities will be repaired at no cost to the association.
